MOBILITY IN FRANCE

Over the last decade, French habits in term of mobility have changed dramatically. That concerns in first place the distance which has doubled to reach 400
km per week. People in France are spending, on average, 10 hours each week for traveling and commuting.

Even if car remains the preferred means of transport with 65% of regular users, new motorized, rather electrified vehicles have appears on city streets.
Those are what we called NVEI (Nouveaux Vehicules Electriques Individuels) : New Individual Electrified Means of Transport. Under the NVEI name, we have

- Hoverboard )
- Gyroroue/Gyropode N~
- Electric rollerblade / skateboard
- Electric scooter

- E-bike

Despites a relatively high price (from 300 € for a suitable hoverboard to over 3 000 € for a gyropode) NVEI sales boomed between 2017 and 2018 : + 129%.
They were —in 2019 — used by 3% of the French population (1.5 millions)

There are 3 mains reasons for that success
1) Rapidity : to get around quickly

2) Sustainability : to limit the ecological impacts
3) Practicality : in complement to public transport
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NVEI (mainly electric scooters) growth is also due to the free floating service : pay per use instead of purchasing.
This service is available in all major cities with an affordable price : 1 € (fixed rate) + 0,15 € per minute. Hence, a 15 minutes go around would cost you 3,1 € in Paris.
No worry about the return, there are plenty of stations around the cities

2 Interesting data about free floating users :

- 38 % use that service on regular basis (at least once a week)
- 1/3 are visitors from foreign countries

As backdraft, accidents have significantly increased : overspeed, bad use, no safety equipmentc....
Consequently, a new regulation has been set up in October 2019. Main points are :

- be 12 years old and over

- be on the road or bikeway

- wear a security equipment : helmet and reflective jacket
- have a assurance

- no faster than 25 km/h

- respect traffic rules

and all machines should be equipped with

- Light

Forecast For NVEI market is blooming :
- 17 % of the French population is ready to change it’s moving way by adopting electrified means of transport
- The insurance market should worth 280 millions of euros by 2022
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
